TRWC Issues Forum Committee
Issues identified:

1) Interaction of natural resources, environmental, economic and social, i.e., “working lands” in agricultural and forestry uses

2) Lands supplying agricultural & forestry products & identifying “key areas”

3) Regional growth – assuring densification is balanced among all areas in the region.
4) Water supply – Rising cost of water and increased need for water. How will we protect water for the future?

5) How will increased urbanization effect “tmdl” and unfiltered runoff that effects lands and streams

6) Climate change --- how will that change current uses?  Increase precipation/rain during winter, but less water available during summers (storage issues as dams throughout the state are removed)

7) How will natural resources, including water, be able to supply needs in the future?  How will those be “sustainable”?

8) Perception of growth & managing growth

9) Narrow list of what committee/council can address

10) Rural reserves:  protect land to be urbanized in long term --- prime natural resource lands; including “fringe” lands not under threat (lands at the outside edges of the region i.e. Tualatin Hills and Chehalem Mountains)
11) “Sustainability” --- need for more services, products & recreational opportunities in urbanized area.  Role rural areas will play.
