1) Updates on participation at Children’s Clean Water Festival from Jan & Jim:  All went very smoothly – lively participation from students.  
2) Updates on participation at TNWR Migratory Songbird Festival (Bret added info about the festival in Sellwood the previous weekend). April & Bret.  Many interactive and children’s activities (bird from Audubon, live music, plant sale, bird house building, binocular construction, enviroscape), but not much interest in non-interactive booths.  What message do we want to convey at this type of event? Bret & Jim suggested activities such as button making, backpack tags, activities that didn’t have high costs/were inexpensive, plus using website url to provide info for students’ “next report”. 

3) Reviewed strategic plan & E&O activities.  Committee accomplishments include 2007-08 Annual Report; beginning website reorganization; in process on Council power-point for members to take to stakeholder & other group members; participation in Children’s Clean Water festival; sponsoring SWRP; spawning survey training; world wide monitoring day activities with St. Anthony students (CM Leah Johanson).  

a) Discussed challenges with media coverage on water issues: community newspapers seem more open to stories difficulty to get info into mainstream Oregonian, also newspapers’ economic challenges.   Discussed “press kit”, “factoid sheet” about who the Council is.

Touched on PSA, cable TV, etc.

b) Discussed venues – we may need to seek out opportunities for presentation, i.e., service clubs, leadership building groups, Beaverton issues forum with forum of Council members/partners.

c) Discussed Council participation in Sustainability tent at upcoming Wash Co fair.  Jim is checking if Council might be able to participate with JWC.  Discussed fair venue --- what are attendees’ interests? Suggestions include a compilation of watershed recreation activities of Council members/partners as a handout including Council website info, water conservation/naturescaping plants.

4) Discussed very briefly 2007-09, 2009-11 watershed council priorities in OWEB grant and OWEB review team’s comments.

5) Discussed Council power-point focus (our water uses which ties into the Council & then message about how TRW residents can help) and prepared outline (Bret will send out).  Complete power-point at next committee meeting.
