June 4, 2008



Restoration and Enhancement Committee 
Participating:  Rich Hunter, Leah Johanson, Jena Lemke, Kendra Morgan, Issac Sanders, Ross Van Loo.  

Members provided background and information on the strategic planning and Council activities to participants that were less familiar with the process.

The committee members didn’t identify areas where the Council priorities and OWEB requirements overlapped with the restoration and enhancement strategies.

The committee members discussed the expectations of grant funders, restoration work, building partnerships and capacity.
Issues Forum Committee

Ron provided background on the strategic planning process and the Issues forum strategy.  The group reviewed the strategies with the Council high priorities and OWEB priorities.

Committee members felt there was overlap between two of Council high priorities: a) reporting to the community/stakeholder groups and b) increased outreach to policy makers and community leaders and strategy 2, providing a forum for sharing perspective on key issues.  In addition to provide information on the Council, we could also request information about key issues/concerns the group we were meeting with.

Key Issues the group identified:  a) water quality; b) water quantity; c) land use, development, agricultural, forested and other uses; d) economic development/sustainability and e) transportation.

The role the Council plays in sharing various perspectives and providing feedback to the Water Feasibility Study partners is a good model.

The Council needs to discuss and decide if it wants to provide a watershed perspective on the issues of land use, economic development/sustainability and transportation.  All of these issues are integral in watershed health.  The economic development/sustainability issue may provide avenues for some of the Council stakeholder groups to become more active in the Council.
