Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:05 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved:  The March 2007 Council meeting minutes were approved with corrections. Jan Miller moved to adopt the minutes and Tim Erwert seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment:  Tom VanderPlaat announced the Tweet of Dreams benefit auction for the Jackson Bottom Wetlands Preserve will be held May 19th. Arianne Cease announced the Homeward Bound fundraiser event for the Community Partners for Affordable Housing to be held April 13th.
Water Supply Project Update: Tom VanderPlaat and Jeanna Cernazanu gave a presentation on the Title Transfer Project that is being pursued in conjunction with the Tualatin Basin Water Supply Project. Local agencies would buy the existing Scoggins Dam, Hagg Lake, and other facilities currently owned by the federal government. The main purpose of the Title Transfer is to facilitate and expedite potential expansion of the Scoggins Dam. Council members asked questions and discussed various aspects of the Title Transfer as it relates to existing federal contracts for mitigation, park facilities, irrigation operations, and what obligations would be transferred to the new entity. At the conclusion of the presentation Jeanna stated the Council had been identified as a key stakeholder group in the Title Transfer Project, asked if the Council would continue as a stakeholder group. Tom requested that the Council provide a representative to join a delegation that would travel to Washington D.C. and visit with Federal agencies and elected officials about the Title Transfer Project. 
Business Decision:  First Motion:  Kyle made a motion that TRWC serve as a stakeholder input group on the Title Transfer Project. Tom Nygren seconded the motion. The motion passed by consensus.
Second Motion: Kyle made a motion that TRWC would support sending a TRWC Council member or staff to upcoming May 2007 Washington DC trip. Carla Staedter seconded the motion. The motion passed by consensus. April was identified as the most likely to attend the trip. Carla Staedter indicated interest to be an alternate.
Coordinator Report and Updates:  April gave an update on planned activities for the Gales Creek Conference to be held April 6th and 7th.
Lower Gales Creek Garlic Mustard Survey Project: Ric Balfour and Lacey Townsend gave a presentation on the survey and treatment of Garlic Mustard on several sites along Gales Creek. Ric explained the methods used and the results of herbicide treatments on patches of Garlic Mustard that were located during the survey.

Announcements:  Ron Garst announced the Green Heron Awards Dinner and Auction organized by the Tualatin Riverkeepers on April 14th.
