Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:03 with introductions.  
Minutes approved:  The March 1, 2006 Council meeting minutes were approved with no corrections.  Tim Erwert moved to adopt the minutes and Jan Miller seconded the motion and the minutes were adopted by consensus.
Farm Services Agency CRP program and other programs including E-CREP and VEGBACC: Gail Stinnett, USDA, presented information on the Tualatin Basin CRP and E-CREP programs, and commented on other incentive based programs to help safeguard environmentally sensitive areas.
Farm Services Agency loan programs: Nancy Thompson, USDA, presented information about Farm Service Agency loans available to purchase farmland and finance agricultural production.

Vision Action Network (VAN) – Sia Lindstrom, Executive Director of VAN, provided information on the Vision Action Network, including an upcoming questionnaire on evaluating environmental priorities in Washington County.  Council members will be asked to take the survey for the Vision Action Network.

Basic for Successful Meetings – Ron Garst provided a handout and led a discussion on the Basics for Successful Meetings.  The basic premise is create an agenda and adhere to it, agree on the ground rules, be prepared for discussion and treat one another respectfully.  All Council members are encouraged to assist in facilitating the meeting.
Clarification on TRWC Project Monies:  April and Jan clarified policy relative to Council concurrence to allocate grant monies and clarified the difference between ‘TRWC’ monies and ‘project’ monies.

Coordinator Updates: April provided an update on the upcoming Gales Creek ‘redd survey’ and workshop on invasive weed control vis a vis restoration.  She also requested Council member volunteers to comment on the proposed Adolfson Associates contract for culvert removal and replacement and stream enhancement work for upper West Fork Dairy Creek project (‘Stub’ Stewart State Park).

Committee Updates:  Tom Nygren commented on the Ways and Means successes and failures relative to grant requests.

Kyle Spinks, Restoration Committee, provided an update on Moonshadow Park planting and invasive vegetation removal.

Member Reports:  1) Greg Schifsky announced the May 6 No Ivy Day in the City of Portland. 2) Ron Garst announced the Tualatin Riverkeepers’ annual Award Dinner and Auction on May 6. 3) Tom Nygren commented on the Hinkle Creek study that will be a topic of discussion at the April 25 Small Woodlands Association meeting.
