Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:07 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes Approval: The February and March Council meeting minutes were approved without corrections. Ross Van Loo moved to adopt the minutes; Jan Miller and Tom Nygren seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment: 

· Ross Van Loo noted that he attended an interesting global warming presentation while vacationing in Mexico.
· Jonathan Schlueter noted that this month’s issue of National Geographic magazine focuses on the topic of water and water use.  Jonathan provided interesting information on the average water use of Americans (100 gallons/day) in comparison to Washington County residents (2000: 138 gallons/day versus 2009: 105 gallons/day).
· Michael McMahan noted that a Climate Change Workshop will be held in Cornelius on Friday, April 9th.  A number of Council members will be participating in the workshop.
Washington County Visitor’s Association Recreation Map: Gerald Kubiak and Ruthie Reinert provided the Council with an update on the WCVA recreation map and the Association’s efforts to promote tourism in Washington County.   The Association plans to market recreation opportunities within the county by providing three different scenarios of activities one might participate in.   A short video clip of one such scenario was presented.   These videos are available for viewing on YouTube and will be on the Association’s website some time in May.

Council business:
· April 9th: Climate Change Workshop in Cornelius, OR
· April 17th: SOLV Activities including a cleanup at Dorman Pond and restoration work at the Lower Gales Creek site at Rippling Waters.
· April 19th: OWEB Technical Assistance Grant due for the Bateman Creek project
· April 21st: Integrated Water Resources Strategy discussion from 7 to 9 p.m.
· June 10th and June 19th:  Watershed Tour
Discussion on Council participation and endorsement for Campaign for Water, Parks and Wildlife:  A discussion was held in regards to the Council endorsing the Campaign for Water, Parks and Wildlife.  After a brief discussion, Dave Waffle made a motion for the Council to be an “official endorser of the ballot measure.”  Jan Miller seconded this motion.  The Council voted to endorse the ballot measure with seven members voting in favor of the endorsement, no members opposed, and five members abstained (Todd Heidgerken, Tom Nygren, Jonathan Schlueter, Dave Tonges, and Ross A. Van Loo).
TRWC Issues Forum Committee Discussion:  The Issues Forum Committee distributed copies of an Issues Forum Response Matrix which will help the Council establish a timeline for considering various issues.   
TRWC Committee Updates:
· Issues Forum: See above.
· Education and Outreach: Working on the PowerPoint presentation and the 2009 Annual Report; will be meeting on April 8th.
· Restoration: Working on a restoration goal statement to help focus and prioritize restoration project within the basin; the Committee discussed how narrow or broad the goal statement should be and whether or not multiple goal statements would be necessary;  the Committee will also be working on a list of restoration actions and activities. 
Reed Canary Grass Workshop:  A number of Council members provided information from the recent Reed Canary Grass Workshop.  It was noted that the Council should ask one of the presenters from the workshop to attend an upcoming Council meeting to provide more information to the group.
Member Announcements and Updates:
· Peter Hayes, a landowner who is working with Pacific University and the Council on a forested wetlands restoration through an OWEB small grant,  has received the Community Service Award from Pacific University in Forest Grove (Richard Van Buskirk).

· Rich Van Buskirk and Council intern Seth Chicas will be conducting a bird banding project of American Kestrels (Richard Van Buskirk).

· Due to a broken pump, the water in the Wapato area will not be drained by the end of April.  The area is currently under approximately 5 feet of water and a number of pumps are being used to expedite the process (Kristel Fesler).
· The Annual Meeting of the Washington County Small Woodlands Association will be held on May 15th at 9 a.m. at the Kinton Grange.  The meeting’s focus will be on adding value to small woodlands (Neil Schroeder).

· The Tualatin Riverkeepers will be holding the annual Green Heron Gala on April 24th from 5 to 9 p.m. (Ron Garst).

· The “Tweet of Dreams” will be held at Jackson Bottom Wetlands on May 1st.

· Consumer Reports has recently reviewed a number of water filters for household use.
