Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 8:03 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved:  The July 2008 Council meeting minutes were approved without corrections.  Jan Miller moved to adopt the minutes and Dave Waffle seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment:
· Jan Curry of Jackson Bottom Wetlands Preserve commented on the excellent work the TRWC is doing through a number of partnerships.

· April noted that a number of potential tours can be made available to Council members and guests including:
1. Hagg Lake dam facilities and Scoggins Creek
2. Stub Stewart State Park
3. Fisher Farms led by Michael McMahan
· The Council had an open discussion in regards to options for future dates and times of Council committee meetings. One suggestion was for individual committees to meet before the regular Council meeting every other month and on the alternate months meet at a different date and time to have a longer, more in-depth meeting.  Ron Garst suggested that agendas be made available to the larger Council for such meetings in case other committee members are interested in attending.
· Options for a different meeting date was discussed for the November Council meeting due to a conflict with the OWEB conference in Eugene.  It was decided to move the meeting to November 12th.
·  Neil Schroeder and Scott Zimmerman provided more information about the Oregon Woodland Co-op, an economic entity which hopes to bring added value to small woodlands products by combining assets, becoming aggregated, and reducing costs.  Small woodland owners will work with the community and participate in outreach activities which may provide partnering opportunities for the watershed council.
