The December Tualatin River Watershed Council meeting commenced at 7:05 p.m

Minutes approved:  The November minutes were reviewed with Jan Miller providing the motion to approve and Tim Erwert and Dave Sweeney providing the second.  The minutes were approved and adopted by consensus.

Tom Wolf requested to postpone a presentation on the revisions to O.D.F.W. fish passage regulations until the January meeting.

April provided an update on the BLM Western Oregon Resource Management Plan.

Stream Matrix presentation:  Dean Moberg and Lacey Sullivan provided an update on the Stream Matrix and demonstrated a GIS database for the stream matrix based on the Oregon River Information System.

April provided an update on Association with the Network of Oregon Watershed Councils.  Much discussion ensued with a decision to continue to explore the affiliation.

Business Decision:  April led a discussion concerning authorization to contract with NW Service Academy for an AmeriCorps Volunteer during 2006.  Tim Erwert moved and Tom Nygren seconded the motion to sign the agreement.  The motion was made by consensus.

Council Member Updates:  Michael McMahan provided comment about the Nursery Industry Code of Conduct relating to cultivation of invasive species.

Greg Schifsky commented on the “Bridlemile Creek” restoration including proposal to name tributaries to Fanno Creek.

Tim Erwert provided comment concerning work on various segments of pedestrian trails along Rock Creek.

April Olbrich and Kyle Spinks commented on the Moonshadow Park invasive species removal efforts.

Ron Garst commented on the upcoming MS4 permit discussion with environmental and stream groups being held by Clean Water Services and the spring USFWS grand opening of the Tualatin River Wildlife Refuge facility.

Tom Wolf commented on coordination with the State Board of Forestry regarding goals for forest management near streams.

Tom Nygren commented on the Small Woodlands Association annual meeting and also on the Ways and Means Committee potential project grant funding that will be sought.
