Introductions: The meeting commenced at 7:10 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved: The November 2007 Council meeting minutes were approved with corrections.  Jan Miller moved to adopt the minutes and Tim Erwert seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment and Updates: Greg Schifsky announced that since the Bridlemile Creek Stewards have now been in existence for 10 years, citizens are now turning to them for answers to their questions about local issues.  He indicated that this is a new role for the group, indicating how the group has evolved into a community partner.

West Fork Dairy Creek Restoration Project Update: April Olbrich provided an overview of the 2 ½ year project that included an update on the placement of the logs in the creek, as well as the next steps in the project.

Council Recognitions April Olbrich presented several wall plaques to members and attendees in recognition for their work in the Tualatin Basin, both for the Council and for the basin in general.

Tualatin Basin Project Recognitions

C&B Construction – West Fork Dairy Creek Restoration Project
Contractor who performed the fill and culvert removal on the two streams and placed the eight logs in West Fork Dairy Creek; also graded the fill sites and subsoiled the road approaches. 

Emerio Design – West Fork Dairy Creek Restoration Project:  Prepared the grading plan (pro-bono) that provided issuance of a grading permit so that culvert and fill removal portion of the project could proceed.
Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife– West Fork Dairy Creek Restoration Project:  Partnered with and assisted the Council from the culvert review process, participated in the technical assistance and restoration activities, performed fish and habitat surveys and coordinated press release for the project.
Future West Fork Dairy Creek Restoration Projects recognitions at upcoming Council meetings will include Oregon Parks and Recreation Department (provided match and assistance in various aspects of the project); Amar Properties, Inc. (OPRD and Amar Properties, Inc. are the property owners on which the project was performed) and Issac Sanders, ODFW Stream Restoration Biologist for his assistance in the project since August 2007.
Bernadette Graham-Hudson: Former ODFW Stream Restoration Biologist that worked with the Council on its project including her assistance to the Council and Coordinator on Bateman Creek Bridge, West Fork Dairy Creek Restoration Project and Murtaugh Creek Fish Passage Project.

Paul R. Johnson: Tualatin Valley Chapter members, Association of Northwest Steelheaders.  He has assisted with volunteer recruitment of Tualatin Valley chapter members for Stub Stewart culvert assessment, plantings at Rippling Waters site and Gales Creek spawning surveys.  Also provided advice and assistance to the Council and Coordinator on Bateman Creek Bridge, West Fork Dairy Creek Restoration Project and Murtaugh Creek Fish Passage Project.

Dave Nutt:  Clean Water Services dynamo for 33 years.  Recent responsibilities include community outreach, problem resolution, running the stream operations center, and plant refrigeration management.  Spearheaded salvage of eagle nest that is now on display at the Jackson Bottom Wetlands.  Spent 23 years as supervisor of field operations, on call 24/7 for entire time.  While in this position, developed a wastewater collection personnel certification program that was distributed throughout the northwest.  Began first safety program for field operations for Clean Water Services (then United Sewerage Agency).

Council Members Recognitions 

Sharon Dunham, CPO-CCI alternate: Active with the Council since 2005; Appreciation for Sharon’s ability to link the Council with needed resources, her good humor and her incredible dessert offerings at Council meetings.

Tim Erwert, City primary representative:  Active with the Council since 1993.  Has provided insight and suggestions over his tenure and participation in Council activities.

Kevin Fenn, Tualatin SWCD primary/alternate representative:  Active and participated with the Council during 2007.

Greg Schifsky, Citizen at large primary/alternate representative:  Active with the Council for five years; provided input and ongoing participation with the Council.

Kyle Spinks:  Parks primary/alternate representative:  Active with the Council for seven years.  Served as Vice-Chair, Chair, co-Secretary, Moonshadow Park Enhancement Project Manager, on the Education-Outreach Committee, Restoration Committee, Steering Committee, and Ways and Means Committees.  Special appreciation for his energy, enthusiasm, friendliness, follow up and outreach to the Tualatin Basin.

Network of Oregon Watershed Council’s 2007 Gathering report – Kevin Fenn: Kevin provided an overview of the Network Gathering he attended in Hood River with April Olbrich, Michael McMahan and Jena Lemke.  He attended sessions throughout all 3 days, including several technical sessions, a session on the Oregon Plan for Salmon and Watersheds, and a session on addressing watershed issues with a holistic approach.

2006-07 Review – April Olbrich: April provided an overview of the Council activities for the past fiscal year, including such topics as funding, various Council events, and Council restoration projects.

2006-07 Council Financial Review – Jan Miller: Jan provided an overview of the Council’s finances for the past four (4) fiscal years on two financial documents she prepared for the Council members.  In particular, she noted that the Council has consistently increased its project funding since 2003 and that has resulted in additional operational funds for the Council.  The operational budget for the 07-08 fiscal year is approximately $96,000.  However with the anticipated project money, the actual budget will be closer to $279,050.  

Council Strategic Updates – April Olbrich: April gave a brief update on the next steps in the Strategic Plan update process, requesting that a meeting be scheduled about mid-January with all Council members (both primary and alternate) present.  She will coordinate scheduling of this meeting with all the members.

Member Announcements: Tom Murtaugh, ODFW, provided updates on spawning surveys in the lower Willamette region.

Chris Wayland, Washington County Parks, Hagg Lake, reported on the recent rainfall event and the subsequent large quantities of flotsam that had washed into the lake.  He noted that all the flotsam needs to be removed and requested help from available boaters with this project.

Ross Van Loo requested that, since Kevin Fenn will be stepping down from the Council, a new co-secretary is needed for the coming year.  He also requested that members consider attending the Steering Committee meetings as a roving Steering Committee member.

The meeting adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
