Welcome and Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:05 p.m. with introductions.  

Approval of November 2011 TRWC minutes: The November 2011 Council meeting minutes were approved without corrections.  Jan Miller moved to adopt the minutes; Jim Meierotto seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.
Public Comment/Updates: None at this time.
Council business: 
· TRWC Secretary Position: The Council briefly discussed options for filling the Secretary position. It was noted that the position could be filled by either one person or two people each serving as a Co-Secretary.  Another option would be to have the position filled on a quarterly basis. Teresa Parker mentioned that she would be interested in helping fill this position.
· NOWC Conference and Partnership Day: Council members Jan Miller, Dave Waffle, and Nicole Ahr provided the Council with highlights from the conference.
Council recognitions and updates:

· Radloff Property Enhancement (OWEB small grant): Joe Radloff was recognized by the Council for the uplands and wetlands restoration work he has done on his property.  The project received funding through a partnership composed of the Radloff family, the Council and grant funder OWEB for restoration activities.  These activities included treating blackberry bushes on his property.  Once the blackberries were removed, native plants and trees were planted.  A number of photographs taken during the course of the project were shown to the Council.
· Updates from 2011 Council Activities: Council coordinator, April Olbrich, presented a number of photographs taken during restoration, enhancement, education, and outreach activities, and provided the Council with a number of updates
· Updates to spawning survey maps: Council member, Jena Lemke, presented updates to the spawning survey maps which include waypoints for various landmarks, photographs showing the start and end of each survey reach, and a reach description
Tualatin River Water Trail: Rodney Wojtanik of METRO gave a presentation in regards to the Tualatin River Water Trail. METRO is currently working on the Tualatin River Light Watercraft Launch study, a feasibility study to look at five potential launch sites on METRO properties throughout the basin.  A technical advisory committee will be formed to evaluate each of the five sites.  Two of the five sites will be selected with one proposed for funding and one as a proposed alternative.  Rodney asked the Council members if they would be interested in serving on the technical advisor committee and a number of members noted that they would be interested.
Coordinator Update:
· OSU Interns: Two students from OSU’s Fisheries and Wildlife Department will be serving as Council interns during their winter break.  
TRWC Committee Updates:
· Issues Forum: The Committee reviewed the matrix and updated potential issues and action items; reviewed a letter written by Committee member, Dave Waffle, thanking the DEQ and Avis Newell for involving the Council in the TMDL process; and revisited the Committee Work Plan. The Committee noted that they would make the updated matrix available to the Council.
· Restoration and Enhancement: Recently met with the Bureau of Reclamation regarding funding
· Education and Outreach: Working on a RFP for website design and panels for the Council display board
