The February 2006 Tualatin River Watershed Council meeting commenced at 7:00 p.m. with introductions of Council members and guests.  
Minutes approved:  The January minutes were approved with Lois Hornberger providing the motion and Tim Erwert providing the second and adopted by consensus.

Lower Gales Creek studies overview:  April provided a power point presentation on the Lower Gales Creek studies, particularly why Gales Creek was chosen.  The ongoing work is an outgrowth of the March 2003 Lower Gales Creek Enhancement Plan.

Landowner contact and outreach:  Ric Balfour provided information concerning landowner outreach and field coordination with the various contractors.

Large Wood Debris Survey:  Nick Haxton provided information on the Large Woody Debris Survey, including existing woody debris inventory in the creek and assessment of areas available for enhancement.

Geomorphology Study: John Dvorsky provided information concerning the stream dynamics study, including the geomorphic assessment. The study includes bank assessments and sediment transport assessments.

Invasive Plant Species Mapping and Report: Jayne Cronlund from Three Rivers Land Conservancy provided information on Knotweed Mapping, including identifying knotweed locations, density of infestation and cost to eradicate. 

Water Quality Trends:  Torrey Lindbo (SWRP) provided information about water quality monitoring for a variety of categories including turbidity, nitrate and phosphorous loading, and E. coli bacteria counts.  

April recapped the previous presentations, provided direction and led the discussion concerning how to take advantage of the large amount of information that has been gathered about the creek and future tasks to undertake.  Council members and guests had questions and comments. 
April announced approval of the technical assistance grant from Oregon Watershed Enhancement Board for upper West Fork Dairy Creek project, also known as L.L. ‘Stub’ Stewart State park.
Several members announced upcoming events including the Clean Water Services’ Tree for All, the Washington Small Woodlands Association spring native plant sale at Bales Thriftway on Farmington Road, and future SOLV work party.
The meeting adjourned at 9:00 pm.
