Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:00 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved:  The January 2007 Council meeting minutes were approved.  Edmund Duyck moved to adopt the minutes and Jan Miller seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment:  Tom Murtagh, ODFW, introduced himself and offered his expertise to the Council on wildlife issues.  He provided a short background of ODFW work in the Willamette Valley, an overview of current and upcoming ODFW projects, and a brief overview of some of the issues ODFW is currently addressing.

Building Sustainable Communities – Sheila Greenlaw-Fink and Lindsay Fink, Community Partners for Affordable Housing.  Mrs. Fink and her daughter, Lindsay, gave a presentation on neighborhood involvement in the Moonshadow Park Restoration Project, as well as an overview of two sustainable building projects in SW Portland.  The first housing project, Oleson Woods, incorporated ‘green building’ designs into the construction of the multi-family dwellings, maximizing the environmental characteristics of the site while at the same time capitalizing on neighborhood amenities such as local shopping and regional mass transit.  The second project is a combination of housing and commercial development in Hillsdale.  This project also incorporates sustainable building practices into the design.

Building Washington County Tourism – Gerald Kubiak.  Gerald presented an overview of a proposed Washington County Scenic Route that will focus on the wineries of northern and western Washington County.  Mr. Kubiak answered several questions from Council members.

Coordinator Report and Updates:  April Olbrich provided updates on the recent OWEB Board Meeting in Hillsboro, the upcoming Gales Creek Conference, the West Fork Dairy Creek project (including a revision on helicopter use for the project), and the recent Sustainability Summit.  She also presented a slide show of the Rippling Waters volunteer event that occurred on February 3, 2007.  April also discussed the request from NOWC that watershed council members and staff contact legislators about the value of the work that watershed councils do throughout Oregon.

Announcements:  Mike Allen, BLM, offered red alder seedlings from the Horning nursery.

Kyle Spinks, THPRD, announced the upcoming volunteer restoration projects at Greenway Park (February 10 and 24, and March 3 and 10) and Moonshadow Park (February 17).  Approximately 8200 bare root plants will be installed at Greenway Park, and English ivy and holly removal will continue at Moonshadow Park.

Tom Nygren, Washington County Small Woodlands Association, announced the upcoming annual plant sale on March 10.  All proceeds will be dedicated to education.

The meeting adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
