Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:10 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved:  The January 2008 Council meeting minutes were approved without corrections.  Ron Garst moved to adopt the minutes and Michael McMahan seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment and Updates: 
Diane Cooper of the Green Roofs group (coopor@msn.com, 503-644-8365) briefly discussed her role as a master gardener and introduced the topic of residential green roofs within the basin.  Diane’s group is looking for homeowners that are interested in having green roofs installed on their homes.  These green roofs would be maintained at the homeowner’s expense.  Her group is also looking for interested individuals to provide their expertise and assistance in areas such as structural engineering and roofing.  She also stated that Oregon State University professors would be teaching a class on green roofs in the near future.

Gail Stinnett, of the USDA Farm Services (gail.stinnett@or.usda.gov, 503-648-3174) presented information on three programs which use money set aside by congress to help county residents affected by recent storm events.  The Emergency Conservation Program is a cost share program which helps with fencing projects, debris removal, reseeding for erosion control, and livestock watering facilities among others.  The time period to apply for such assistance is February 8th to February 29th so she urged individuals to get in touch with her as soon as possible.  Gail also talked briefly about the Livestock (Beef) Compensation Program and the Livestock Indemnity Program.   Autumn Bryant of the Tualatin Soil and Water Conservation District also noted that some assistance may be available through the NRCS Emergency Watershed Program.
Strategic Planning Process Update: April, as well as other council members, provided a brief overview of and comments on the January 12th meeting that was held at the CWS Rock Creek facilities.  It was noted that the meeting was productive and council members were pleased with the logic model process and the facilitator Michael Coe.  Michael will be back to help facilitate this process at the March council meeting.  April asked that council members review the strategic planning materials prior to the upcoming meeting.
TRWC Recognitions:  
1) Oregon Parks and Recreation Department (OPRD) for its partnership in the West Fork Dairy Creek Restoration project.  OPRD participated as a landowner; working with the Council on the culvert surveys; providing input/feedback on the plans and project; providing match for both the technical assistance t and restoration grants; hydroseeding the road fill and fill areas; and planting activities with the Council 
2)  Amar Properties, Allen and Margaret Marshall.  Amar participated as a private landowner and provided input/feedback on plans and restoration project.
3)  Chip Andrus.  Chip performed the technical assistance study for the project for culvert removals, a potential culvert replacement, stream study and made the recommendations and design for in-stream habitat work.  He also drafted the permits, assisted in identifying logs for the project and oversaw the culvert and road fill removals and placement of logs by excavator.

4)  Moonshadow Park neighbors.  Chris Corich accepted the certificate on behalf of the neighbors who worked with Kyle Spinks and the Council over the most recent two year project.  Chris was involved with the project over ten years.
5)  Dave Johnson.  Dave Johnson was formerly the District Forester of the Forest Grove office for 17 years and was involved in the initial discussion in the formation of the Council and continued participation in the Council.  Dave was part of the Gales Creek Watershed Conference planning committee and an active participant in the conference.  As the District Forester for the Forest Grover office he also promoted healthy watershed practices on Oregon Department of Forestry lands. 
VERDE:
Alan Hipolito (alan@verdenw.org, 503-980-5260) provided information on the non-profit, environmentally based organization VERDE that provides jobs, job training, and education to individuals in low income communities.  VERDE has established a native plant nursery and provides invasive plant species removal, native plant installation, native plant maintenance, and landscaping services. Workers earn wages with benefits, receive free training, and share their experiences with the communities they are working within.  VERDE has applied for funding itself and has also partnered with other organizations.  Alan noted that this partnership tends to make grants more competitive.  
ECREP-VEGBACC 2007 Report:
Autumn Bryant of the Tualatin SWCD provided an update on the ECREP-VEGBACC landowner incentive program.  The goal of this program is to improve water quality within the Tualatin River basin.  The program involves a number of agencies.  The program includes 23 projects which are benefitting 15.6 stream miles within the basin to date (between 2005 and 2007).  Projects are selected and prioritized using a number of ranking criteria which are based on various agency requirements (i.e. benefit to fish habitat, orientation, flow, nutrient filtration, etc).  In 2006, the program experienced 59% project success while in 2007 89% project success was noted based on plant survival.   The program has also experienced other successes including a clearer definition of needs, streamlined processes, relevant plant survival standards, higher standards for contractors, and maintenance checks.

3) Peter Guillozet of Clean Water Services noted that they are maintaining a database of knotweed and garlic mustard occurrences and distribution.  If these species are noted they should be reported to Peter.
