Minutes Approval:  Dave Waffle moved to approve the minutes as submitted.  Jan Miller seconded the motion.
Public Comment:  Several announcements were made during the public comment including opportunities for various tours and upcoming public meetings.
Presentation:  Sandra Burtzos and Carla Steadter presented the Blue Heron Park Homeowners Association Wetlands and Riparian Project.  The project was funded by an OWEB Small Grant application and facilitated restoration of a degraded wetland adjacent to relatively recent residential development.
Presentation:  Avis Newell, Department of Environmental Quality Tualatin Basin Coordinator lead an introduction and discussion of Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDL).  She requested Council participation reviewing new Tualatin TMDL and fielded several questions.
Discussion:  Lively discussion ensued regarding the text of a letter from the Council to State Senators and Representatives concerning the Tualatin Project Title Transfer.  Various members offered to comment on and edit the final draft.
