Action Plan Assessment “Gaps and Solutions”
GAPS

Action Item#1- Assess watershed conditions to help prioritize restoration activities.



The Council has no formal system to assess the available information.

Action Item #4 – Develop demonstration projects in priority areas to encourage restoration on priority lands in cooperation with willing landowners.

The Council has no program to show actual accomplishments on the ground through the use of demonstration areas.

Action Item #6 – Promote management practices that improve watershed functions and protect values.

The Council has no established educational programs with separate elements for urban and rural management practices.
Action Item #8 – Assist Designated Management Agencies with implementation of non-point source water quality management plans.

The Council does not incorporate forestlands into this action item through the Oregon Department of Forestry, the Oregon Forest Practices Act, and related Best Management Practices.
SOLUTIONS

Action Item #2 – Conserve and improve fish and wildlife habitat (focusing on anadromous fish).
The Council could establish ties with the Conservation Strategy for Oregon through the documentation of its project work, contract language, or other published materials.
Action Item #3 – Develop, support and implement a broad-based education/outreach program focusing on reducing non-point resource pollution and improving protection and management of riparian areas.

The Council could add links to websites that would provide specific information on relevant topics.

The Council could re-activate the TWRC speaker’s bureau.

Action Item #4 – Develop demonstration projects in priority areas to encourage restoration on priority lands in cooperation with willing landowners.

The Council could establish a priority of stream reaches for restoration work based on all currently available and accessible information. Grant requests for restoration work could be based on this prioritization.

As a part of a restoration or enhancement project the council could establish an outreach program that would include presentations and tours specific to that project.
Action Item #6 – Promote management practices that improve watershed functions and protect values.

The Council could establish an educational program on the proper use of pesticides, herbicides and fertilizers that could be presented at home improvement stores, retail nurseries, or other appropriate venues.

Action Item - #7 – Work with Tualatin Basin water managers to implement Integrated Water Resource Management (IWRM) Strategy. 
The Council could support or participate in a program to establish a “Water Conservation Wizard” or similar characterization that would provide on site water usage audits and/or advice to homeowners regarding water conservation.
Action Item #8 – Assist Designated Management Agencies with implementation of non-point source water quality management plans.

The council could include references to the Oregon Forest Practices Act and recognize the role it plays in attaining Water Quality goals.
 The council could improve the means of distributing information about water quality management plans and programs.
Action Item #10 – Promote recreational experiences that foster watershed stewardship.

The Council could hold events at recreational sites that would include an educational component or “watershed lesson”.
