The meeting began at 7:05 PM with introductions.

Minutes approved:  Jan made a motion and Tim seconded the motion to accept the draft December 2004 minutes with the addition of Lois Hornberger to the list of attendees.  Motion passed by consensus.

Kyle urged Council members to take a look at the I Give Where I Live website featuring the Council and encouraged members to give monetarily or in-kind.  He thanked Bob Terry for providing pizza tonight.

Environmental Health in China.

County Commissioner Dick Schouten and Bob Terry provided an enlightening presentation on their recent trips to China.  They commented that land uses are very dense in the urban areas with rapid conversion to farmland around the urban fringe.  Bob commented that erosion is a huge problem in China and they have not planned well for streamside protection of the reservoir created by Three Gorges Dam.  Edmund Duyck asked if China has implemented programs to conserve farmland.  Bob responded that rather than farm land preservation, the focus is on regenerating and reinvigorating the farming industry.  Kyle Spinks asked if there are land use plans in place.  Bob responded that there are plans for green spaces around metropolitan areas, but planning, as we know it, is not practiced in China.

Scoggins Dam Fish Passage Waiver

At 8:00 pm, Dan Heagerty spoke about the proposed 40-foot raise of Scoggins Dam.  The proposal is in preliminary stages including the Environmental Impact Study.  Under consideration is a request for a waiver for fish passage for Scoggins Creek predicated on several factors including 1) probability and reliability of yield, 2) difficulty to construct and manage fish ladders and, 3) historic presence of anadromous fish.  The preliminary proposal is to remove Balm Grove Dam on Gales Creek, thus opening an approximate 40 miles of habitat on Gales Creek, and improve the fish ladder to Oswego Lake.  Ron Garst asked whether mitigation for the original dam was considered as part of the assumption for the mitigation of the dam raise.  Several people had a number of questions related to future water allocations.   Tim Erwert and Jan Miller responded to those questions.

Update on OWEB

Dan Heagerty spoke briefly about OWEB and its new Director.  A primary goal is to protect OWEB funding from legislative attack.  Dan mentioned that for every dollar of funding provided by OWEB, there is a five-dollar economic return to the community.   
General Discussion

Bob Terry iterated there is a continued need for protected water allocations for agriculture.  Sam Chan (visiting Metro Watershed Health Educator) noted the need for habitat documentation for Gales Creek.   

Community Event Update:

At 8:45 pm, Vergie Ries spoke about the Community event.  She interviewed 17 members of the Council and noted there is consensus concerning desires for the event and its outcome.  She indicated there will be monthly updates and she asked for assistance in getting access to cable television.  Additionally, she asked for help identifying sponsorship funding, and noted that a successful community event may well lead to future sponsorship opportunities.  Finally, she noted that members are needed for a Community Event Coordinating Committee.  

Coordinator Update: Materials on the table included the Giving Guide (includes the Council), the latest River Voices including an article on CWS, and Council ceramic mugs are available to purchase.

Member Updates:  Trout Unlimited banquet is March 12th; Tom Wolf has tickets.

The Council meeting adjourned at 9:05 pm.
