The January 2006 Tualatin River Watershed Council meeting commenced at 7:00 p.m. with introductions of Council members and guests.  Fifteen members were present.   

Minutes approved:  The December minutes were approved with Jan Miller providing the motion and Edmund Duyck providing the second and adopted by consensus.
Wetlands Preserve Program presentation:  Robert App gave a presentation on the NRCS Wetland Preserve Program, including a description of program operation, purpose and protocols.  In particular he spoke about the Hutchison and Lovejoy Wetland Preserves near Gaston.  A primary goal is to create habitat for threatened and endangered species.

ODFW Fish Passage Regulations:  Tom Wolf provided background on the ODFW fish passage regulations for 2003 and subsequent amendments.  The new/revised regulations become effective on Friday the 6th of January, 2006.

Council Discussion:  2005 Accomplishments/2006 Goals:  April led a discussion of the 2005 TRWC Accomplishments and Highlights, and discussed Goals for 2006.

-Tom Nygren provided insight on the need to incorporate Council and Stakeholder goals as mutual objectives.

-Tim Erwert suggested revisiting the Council Action Plan and the 2002 update, items completed and reviewing the relevancy of the actions suggested.
-Ron Garst seconded and expanded on the previous comments of Tom and Tim, suggesting that we examine our strategic planning and our projects.  
-Craig Burnham and other discussed whether the Watershed Event should be an annual event and the audience and purposes for the event.
Current river and stream conditions:  Jan Miller gave an update on the recent "flood event" regarding flood water release from Scoggins Dam and resultant volumes in cubic feet per second (cfs) of the Tualatin River.
