Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:05 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes Approval: Jan Miller moved to approve December 2008 minutes; Ross Van Loo seconded.  Motion passed.
Public Comment:  Jim Meierotto let the Council know that the TVWD 2009 water conservation calendars with art work produced by district students are now available.   
Presentation: “Why salmon populations are decreasing due to climate change” was presented by the Flying Penguins Team, a Science Lego team.  The team discussed the habitat needs of salmon and the predicted climate changes.  They also fielded questions from the Council meeting participants.
Presentation:  Jeanna Hall presented the Tualatin Basin Public Water Supply Project video.  Videos are in short supply but the Council has one available if Council Members would like to present it to their individual stakeholder groups.
Discussion/brainstorming on 2009-11 OWEB council support grant:  April Olbrich requested comments on the 2009-2011 OWEB Operating Grant and asked each subcommittee to provide her with a brief summary of what the committee will do in the 09-11 biennium.  It was suggested that the idea of “celebrating success” be mentioned in the Operating Grant under the category of Public Sharing.
Council Committee reports:
The Education Committee is working on the 2008 Annual Report and is discussing website updates that would make the site easier to navigate.  
The Issues Committee will collaborate with the Westside Economic Alliance to hold a panel forum regarding the proposed Palomar LNG pipeline.  Stakeholders will have the opportunity to submit questions to Palomar before the event.  Jonathan Schlueter affirmed that money will not be a limiting factor to participation.  April will forward the Palomar update via email.
The Restoration Committee’s work tasks for the next six months will include updating the stream matrix, assist the Council with ongoing restoration projects, and create a monitoring and maintenance protocol. 
Coordinator Report and Updates: April Olbrich will schedule a tour of the Murtaugh Creek project in February or March.  Plants will be staked at Rippling Waters site in February.  The Fischer Farms Nursery tour is scheduled for Friday February 6, 2009 from 3:00-5:00 p.m.  Kristel Fesler offered to schedule a tour of the water treatment plant in February or March.
Council and Council Member announcements:
Jim Meierotto announced a water sense $100 rebate for high efficiency toilets purchased 1/1/09 – 6/30/09.
Tarri Christopher announced that the Children’s Water Festival is looking for volunteers.  The event will be April 30, 2009.

Tom Nygren announced that a presentation of the Oregon Forest Practices Act will be given at the January Small Woodlands Association meeting and Oregon Attorney General John Kroger will speak at the February SWA meeting.

The meeting adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
