Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:07 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes Approval: The December Council meeting minutes were approved without corrections.  Jonathan Schlueter moved to adopt the minutes; Jan Miller seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment: 

· None at this time.
Presentation: Chehalem Mountains Project, Terry Anthony (PSU): Terry Anthony, a Ph.D. Candidate at Portland State University (PSU) presented information on a project that will explore the effects of urbanization and climate change on ecosystem services provided within the northern Willamette Valley.  The focus will be on the Chehalem Mountains area with the hydrologic ecosystem processes of the Tualatin and Yamhill rivers in particular.  The study will include cumulative effects monitoring at a landscape scale.   Terry also spoke about the PSU Campus Community Partnership program which allows students to interact with community members.
Presentation: Council Recognitions:  Council Coordinator, April Olbrich, recognized former Citizen-at-Large Member Tarri Christopher and the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife for their ongoing support of and participation in Council projects and activities.

Presentation: Large Wood and Stream Restoration, Isaac Sanders (ODFW):  Isaac presented information on large wood and its importance in stream ecosystems.  A common restoration treatment in the Pacific Northwest is adding large woody debris to stream reaches that are lacking this important component.  The Council, in conjunction with a number of partners, placed large trees into the channel of the North Fork of Gales Creek.  Isaac presented a number of photos of this project as well as photos of other target areas in Gales Creek for future large wood placement projects.

Presentation: Tualatin Basin Spawning Surveys and Results, Tom Murtagh (ODFW):  Tom presented results of the 2009 Coho radio telemetry project aimed at providing baseline information on the distribution and movement of coho upstream of Willamette Falls.  A record number of 25,000+ coho salmon passed through the ODFW counting facility at Willamette Falls in the 2009.  ODFW biologists tagged 80 individuals with radio telemetry tags and tracked their upstream movements using mobile (boat and airplane) and fixed receivers.  Tom showed a map of the distribution of the tagged coho within Willamette River tributaries including the Tualatin River.  Spawning surveys conducted by Council volunteers, landowners, and ODFW biologists within the basin were quite successful this year.  Everyone was excited to see spawning coho and redds.
