Welcome and Introductions:  The meeting commenced at approximately 7:00 p.m. with introductions.  

Approval of December 2011 TRWC minutes: The December 2011 Council meeting minutes were approved without corrections.  Jan Miller moved to adopt the minutes; Ron Garst seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.
Public Comment/Updates: None at this time.
Council business: 

· July 4, 2012 Council Meeting Moved: The steering committee moved the meeting to Wednesday July 11, 2012
· Council Secretary Position: Teresa Parker was nominated by Jena Lemke and seconded by Jan Miller for the 2012 TRWC secretary position. The nomination was adopted by consensus.
Additional Comments 
· Tualatin River Water Trail selected advisory committee is scheduled to meet January 12, 2012 to select a most preferred launch site for development and best alternative. There are five sites currently being considered. Jim Meierotto asked that he be contacted directly for more information or discussion. 
· A half mile segment of the Fano Creek Regional Trail is now paved and open from the intersection of Schools Ferry Road with Allen Boulevard to the end of 105th Court. Jim Meierotto commented that a small section will actually be closed for a water main installation.
· The NW Science Expo Fair Judges are needed for February and March according to Ron Garst. April said she would put a link on the Council website.
Council recognitions and updates:
Council officers were recognized and thanked for their most recent year of service.

Emily Hepler and Marie Stacey, OSU interns for a five week internship, were introduced, spoke and were thanked.
Elmwood Neighborhood Restoration Partnership (OWEB small grant for the Lower Willamette West area): Mary Elizabeth McAndrew was recognized by the Council for native plant species restoration work she has done on her property and spearheaded throughout her neighborhood.  The project received funding through a partnership composed of residents and property owners in the Elmwood neighborhood, the Council and grant funder OWEB for restoration activities.  The Elmwood Neighborhood restoration activities included removing non-native plants such as blackberries, garbage removal and planting of native species. A number of photographs (photo-points showing before and after the project) were taken during the course of this ongoing project and were shown to the Council.  
Mary Elizabeth McAndrew was recognized by the Council for her leadership in the restoration project.

Carla Staedter recognition, TRWC parks alternate, was recognized for the restoration and education work that she spear heads in the basin, as well as the assistance provided on various partnered restoration projects, including the Blue Heron Restoration Project, the Elmwood Neighborhood Restoration Project and the upcoming Waverly Meadows/Bonita Firs Restoration Project.

Cascade Education Corps: Jo Linden who is the crew leader and Program Coordinator for Community Experience for Career Education (CE)2, gave a presentation about this alternative education program offered through Tigard High School. The CE2 students replanted the Rippling Waters restoration project floodplain and will return in the spring to work on removal of invasive English ivy.  The CE2 students are a resource for land and water restoration and enhancement in Washington County and the Portland metro Area. The program is funded by Clean Water Services (CWS), Tualatin Hills Park & Recreation District, Tryon Creek Watershed Council and the City of Tigard. 

Update TRWC power-point presentation: April Olbrich and Jan Miller presented an updated version of the TRWC council power-point presentation and encouraged council members to present this to their stakeholder groups within the next six months as a tool for education and update as well as means of involving stakeholder groups in the process of identifying potential new projects.
Coordinator Update:  The OWEB Board is scheduled to meet Tuesday and discuss budget changes and spending options. The Council would need to review the options for change and comment prior to the OWEB board meeting.
TRWC Committee Updates:

· Issues Forum: Ron Garst described how the Committee discussed a recent newspaper article as a potential opportunity for the council to comment or participate by suggesting that one way to organize Oregon “in-lieu” payment legislation is by watersheds.
The public hearing and comment period for the proposed changes to TMDL regulation closed and Bob Baumgartner discussed the public comments now being considered.
· Restoration and Enhancement: Discussed possible ways of modifying the Gales Creek Restoration Action Plan to extend beyond the current reach as well as the need for a tool to prioritize potential projects. The committee also talked about new DEQ and ODA requirements for Pesticide Record Tracking, fish passage in Dairy and McKay Creeks and implementing a Steelhead spawning survey.
· Education and Outreach: An RFP for updating the council website was put out to eight consultants. Proposals are due back January 30 and consultants will each have the opportunity to make a 30 min presentation on February 21 before a final selection is made. 
The meeting adjourned at ~9:00 p.m.
