Subcommittes:  The Restoration and Enhancement, Education and Outreach, and Issues Forum subcommittees met from 6:45 – 7:25 pm to review the Logic Model for Linking Goals and Strategies to Resources, Activities, and Intermediate Outcomes.  Discussion focused on what activities would best generate the desired intermediate outcomes.

Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:30 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes Approval: Jan Miller moved to accept the June 4th minutes; Ron Garst seconded the motion.  Approval was by consensus.
Public Comment: Rich Hunter from Clean Water Services will give a presentation on the RESTORE program from 5:00 – 7:00 p.m. before the August 6th Watershed Council meeting.  The RESTORE program is a potential tool the Council could use to implement the activities and strategies identified in the Logic Model.
ODA presentation on water quality issues and update on Fanno Creek: Shelia Ault, Oregon Department of Agriculture talked about how ODA manages complaint driven violations.  Lacey Townsend, Tualatin SWCD, is working with a landowner on Fanno Creek who is in violation of the Agricultural Water Quality Area Plan.
Update on Water Supply Project and Title Transfer:  The Water Supply Partners are currently in the process of drafting an Environmental Impact Statement.  Upon completion, this will be the first document available for public review.  The Bureau of Reclamation is requiring a seismic evaluation for structural security.  The evaluation will determine whether or not the structure will withstand a 9.2 earthquake for two minutes.
