Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:05 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved:  The May 2007 Council meeting minutes were approved with corrections. Ross Van Loo moved to adopt the minutes and Jan Miller seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Glencoe High School SWRP presentation: Sean Wallace and Nick Gonzalez gave a presentation on a project that sampled levels of E. coli bacteria and compared them to rainfall amounts preceding the sampling. The project was conducted at locations on the West Fork Dairy Creek and the East Fork Dairy Creek. Their hypothesis was that E. coli amounts found in the streams would be higher following periods of higher rainfall. The sample data they took showed no positive correlation between higher E. coli values and higher rainfall amounts. The project was done as part of a science class at Glencoe High School taught by Linda Wolf.  
Network of Oregon Watersheds Council presentation: John Moriarty from the Network of Oregon Watershed Councils gave a presentation on his organization and how it operates relative to individual Watershed Councils throughout the State. He discussed the purpose of the Network and its organizational structure.  He talked about the turnover rate of Council Coordinators and how a training program may reduce the turnover rate. Also discussed was how Watershed Councils would be funded in the future when current legislation sunsets and the need to be looking for alternative funding sources. 
TRWC Recognitions:  The Tualatin River Watershed Council recognized Tina Alexander from the Tualatin Valley Water District, and Bob App from the Natural Resource Conservation Service for their past service to the Council. Tina and Bob both expressed their thanks to Council members and Tina recalled her time of service as a Council member as rewarding and productive.
Update on Washington D.C. Trip: Jan Miller gave a brief presentation on her trip to Washington D.C. with local officials and other stakeholders in the Tualatin Basin Water Supply Project. The purpose of the trip was to meet with officials and staff members about the Title Transfer Project for existing facilities that are federally owned. Jan stated that the Bureau of Reclamation was supportive of the concept. Ron Garst asked if the Council was in support of the actual title transfer or supporting the study of the title transfer. The Council’s position at this time is supporting the study of the title transfer.  
Coordinator Announcements: April announced the opening of Stub Stewart State Park and requested that anyone interested in attending the opening contact her so they can get a head count and coordinate transportation to the event.
Project Updates: April and Ross gave an update on the stream enhancement project within Stub Stewart Park. Permits have been applied for and contacts are being made with contractors to implement the project. Michael McMahan gave an update on the Rippling Waters project regarding planting activities.
Kyle Spinks announced the removal of a car body at Moonshadow Park on June 9th, and debris removal from Hall Creek that had been done on June 2nd.
Member Announcements: Kyle also announced that Tualatin Hills Park and Recreation District is studying raising fees, expanding facilities at Portland Community College, and managing parcels on Cooper Mountain owned by Metro. Tualatin Riverkeepers is having their annual Day of Discovery at Jurgens Park in Tualatin on Saturday June 23rd. Tim Ewert announced that the Tweet of Dreams fundraising event raised over $11,000 for the Jackson Bottom Wetlands. Tina Alexander announced that the Tualatin Valley Water District collected over 100 old toilets on June 2nd as part of its toilet rebate and roundup program.
The meeting adjourned at 9:08 p.m.
