Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:08 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes Approval: Meeting minutes for April and May were approved; Jan Miller moved to accept the minutes and Michael McMahan seconded the motion.
Public Comment: Neil Schroeder of the Washington County Small Woodlands Association noted that Tom Nygren of the same group wrote a grant to form an Oregon Woodland Cooperative that would help small woodlands owners in the buying and selling of their products.  An informational meeting and potluck is scheduled for June 21st at the Kinton Grange from 9 am to 1 pm.  Gail Stinnett of the USDA/Farm Services Agency noted that the current Farm Bill is going through approval and that CRP will continue. 
Election of Co-Secretary: Autumn Bryant was elected as the TRWC co-secretary 
Recognition of Issac Sanders, ODFW: Issac Sanders of ODFW was recognized for his contributions to the West Fork Dairy Creek Restoration project (Stub Stewart State Park and Amar Properties properties).

Presentation on McKay tributary monitoring:  Anisha Datta, a sixth grader at Jackson Elementary in Hillsboro, presented data she has been collecting on Glencoe Creek a tributary to McKay Creek.  Datta has been collecting water chemistry data at the creek from November 2007 to May 2008 using water testing kits provided by the TRWC and CWS.  Datta presented information on dissolved oxygen, temperature, pH, and turbidity.  
Washington County urban and rural reserves planning process: Mike Dahlstrom of Washington County presented information on the urban and rural reserves planning process.  This concept of urban and rural reserves is a new approach to urban growth management where the counties and Metro work together to have concurrent designations of reserves through full consensus. Mike presented information on the five phases of this process as well as ways council and community members can get involved in the planning process.
TRWC Strategic Planning:  The council members and guests broke into three small groups to achieve the following:
1. Allow council members and guests to self-select one of three committees to join.  The three committees corresponded with Strategic Priorities I-III: Restoration and Enhancement, Issues Forum, or Education and Outreach.

2. Have individual committees insert the Council’s high priorities from the self-evaluation (time sensitive) into the logic model as activities
3. Have individual committees prioritize activities within each of the strategic priorities.
