Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:03 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes Approval: The May Council meeting minutes were approved without corrections. Jonathan Schlueter moved to adopt the minutes; Jan Miller seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment: 

· Tualatin Riverkeepers 21st Annual Discovery Day on June 19th (Brian Wegener)
· Tualatin Riverkeepers Friend Forum in regards to Wapato Lake will be held on June 23rd  (Brian Wegener)
· Tualatin Riverkeepers 4th Annual Mayor’s Challenge Paddle Race in Cook Park on July 22nd  (Brian Wegener)
· Gales Creek Road closed June 15th through the 30th  (Stephen Cruise)
Council Business:
· Financial Policy Change: The Council was asked to approve the addition of a debit card to the Council bank account for small purchases.  The debit card will be linked to a checking account with a small balance.  The Council was also asked to authorize Council coordinator, April Olbrich, as a check signer; checks will still require two signatures.  Jonathan Schlueter moved to approve the changes to the financial policy; Tom Nygren seconded the motion.
· The Council was asked to approve a health insurance supplement for Council Coordinator, April Olbrich. Dave Waffle moved to approve the supplement; Jena Lemke seconded the motion.  The supplement was approved by consensus.  
· Officer Elections: The Council currently has two open positions on the board including the Vice Chair and Co-Secretary.  Volunteers or nominations for these positions would be gladly accepted.

· The Council was asked to provide a letter of support in regards to USFWS management of Wapato Lake. The letter is due on June 10th and will be delivered to the Assistant Secretary for Fish, Wildlife and Parks (U.S. Department of Interior) and the Assistant Director for Refuge Systems (USFWS).  The Council had a lengthy discussion on this issue; numerous stakeholders noted that it would be best to speak with local USFWS officials and get their input prior to sending the letter of support. April will coordinate with the Issues Forum Committee and Tualatin Riverkeeper, Brian Wegener, on this issue.

Tualatin Basin TMDL discussion:  Avis Newell of the Oregon DEQ provided the Council with an update on the TMDL.  A total maximum daily load (TMDL) is a specific amount of a pollutant that a water body can assimilate and still meet designated beneficial uses.  TMDLs for the Tualatin River are currently being revised by the DEQ and a 60 day comment period is scheduled for early 2011.  The TMDL will include a Water Quality Management Plan that designates responsible parties and strategies. Ms. Newell noted that the Council could contribute to the Water Quality Management Plan by sharing local knowledge such as what had been done in the past to address Tualatin River TMDLs, what plans are already in place, and where improvements could be made.  Ms. Newell also asked if there are ways the TMDL could provide assistance to the Council and what types of specific information would be helpful to include in the TMDL.
Council committees:

· Issues Forum:  The Issues Forum Committee met with Avis Newell to discuss her TMDL presentation to the Council on June 2nd.
· Restoration: The Restoration Committee worked on the project prioritization matrix. Kate Halloran of Metro will give a presentation at the next meeting.

· Education and Outreach: The Education and Outreach Committee worked on completing the Council Annual Report.
Member Announcements and Updates:
· One of the two tour dates for the upcoming watershed tour has been changed.  The previously scheduled Saturday June 19th tour has been rescheduled to Friday June 18th from 1 to 5 p.m.
