Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:03 with introductions.  April introduced Marion Warfield, the Council’s Northwest Service Academy AmeriCorps member.

Minutes approved:  The February 1, 2006 Council meeting minutes were approved with no corrections.  Tim Erwert moved to adopt the minutes and Jan Miller seconded the motion and the minutes were adopted by consensus.
Luscher Farms Wildlife Habitat Restoration Project:  Morry Fealy presented the Luscher Farms Wildlife Habitat Restoration Project and asked for (1) suggestions, (2) resources and (3) help.  Several Council members provided information about opportunities for all of the above.  (Presentation to be featured on the Council website) 
Tualatin National Wildlife Refuge Opening:  Kim Strassberg, Planner for the Tualatin River National Wildlife Refuge, and Norm Penner with Friends of the Refuge provided an update on the Tualatin River National Wildlife Refuge.  Of the 3,060 acres within the approved boundary, 1,358 acres have been acquired as of 2005.  The Refuge will open to the public on June 3, 2006.

Western Pond Turtles in the Tualatin Basin:  Sue Beilke, Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife biologist, provided information on Western Pond Turtles in the Tualatin Basin.  She manages the Pacific Northwest Turtle project, dedicated to the preservation and conservation of native turtles, as they are listed as State threatened/critical species.

DNA Study to Identify Sources of Bacteria in the Tualatin Basin:  Jan Miller provided an update on the DNA Study to Identify Sources of Bacteria in the Tualatin Basin.  She also showed prototype signs for “scooping the poop” and “don’t feed the ducks”, to be placed in parks.  (Presentation and signs to be on the Council website.)
Council business decision: The Council moved to allocate funding grant monies for Technical Assistance for Stub Stewart State Park

Council committee reports:  Tom Nygren provided an update on the Ways and Means Committee, including a Tualatin Valley  Water Quality Endowment Fund grant request.

Council coordinator report: April announced two workshop opportunities on 1) Running Effective Meetings and  2) Council Capacity Building.  She will explore and report back to the Council.

Member reports:  1)  Kyle Spinks noted the March 18 planting party at Moonshadow Park.  2)  Jan Miller announced openings on the Clean Water Services Advisory Committee and an opportunity to comment on the draft stormwater management plan.  3) 

Tom Nygren announced the April 11, Small Woodlands plant sale at Farmington Mall.  4) Lois Hornberger announced the Forest Grove Chamber of Commerce banquet and silent auction on March 11, at Jennings McCall Center.
