Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:00 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved:  The February 2007 Council meeting minutes were approved. Tim Erwert moved to adopt the minutes and Edmund Duyck seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment:  April Olbrich introduced Jena Lemke as our new Citizen At Large representative.  Jena gave a brief bio of herself.  April then introduced Jack Dowty of Association of NW Steelheaders, Tualatin Valley Chapter.

Mike Allen announced the newest revision on the Western Oregon Plan on Timber Management will be out in June 2007.  He offered to invite a speaker to give a presentation to the council in the coming months.

BLM Roaring Creek Harvest and Restoration Project: Darrin Neff, BLM Fisheries Biologist, and Mike Allen, BLM Natural Resources Specialist – Darrin and Mike gave an overview of the Roaring Creek watershed harvest and restoration plans.  There will be approximately 900 acres in timber sales.  Four miles of new roads will be constructed and twelve miles of old roads will be decommissioned.  Wildlife project areas will cover approximately 200 acres and will focus on such activities as snag creation.  Fish habitat protection within the harvest and restoration area will involve large woody debris placement in the stream.  Mike and Darrin answered questions and addressed comments from the Council.

Bronson Creek Wetlands restoration project: Duane Wilson, RCM Homes, and Randy Cunningham, Development Services Review, Inc. – Duane and Randy presented an overview of a development project in eastern Hillsboro along a section of Bronson Creek.  The project involves developing a 15-acre site for commercial and residential use, of which 4.75 acres will be developed as an open space park and natural area that will become a the City of Hillsboro park.  Duane and Randy answered questions and addressed comments from Council members about the open space park and the enhancements to the natural areas along the stream.  They offered to lead a tour of the site for Council members and other interested parties.  April Olbrich will organize this tour.

Update of Action Plan Implementation: Arianne Cease, Council Intern – Arianne presented an overview of the work she’s done on updating the Council Action Plan.  She noted that interviews so far have gone very well and she’s enjoyed the discussions about the update that she’s had with the Steering Committee members.  She asked that the Council members please provide her some time for her to conduct the remaining phone interviews.  She will be completing the project by mid-May.

Coordinator Report and Updates:  April Olbrich asked Council members if she should forward on their contact information to Metro so that Metro staff can contact them about ideas on the natural area acquisition site selection refinement process.  After open discussion, April agreed to contact METRO Staff and see if they'd like to give a presentation on the refinement plan process to the Council.  At that time, Council members could sign up directly with METRO staff for notices.
April Olbrich provided updates on the Gales Creek Watershed Conference planning, the Gales Creek restoration project, the Murtaugh Creek restoration project, and the L. L. ‘Stub’ Stewart project.

Announcements:  Brenda Bateman, Tualatin Valley Water District, informed the Council about climate change studies that Tualatin Valley Water District is conducting.  She asked Council members to call her for more information.

Kyle Spinks, Tualatin Hills Park and Recreation District, noted that the Moonshadow Park neighbors, Chris and Denise Corich-Kleim, were selected as Volunteers of the Year for the upcoming Tualatin Riverkeepers Awards Banquet and Silent Auction.

Ron Garst, Tualatin Riverkeepers, announced the Tualatin Riverkeepers Awards Banquet and Silent Auction to be held on April 14th at the Tualatin Country Club.

Ardis Schroeder, Washington County Small Woodlands Association, announced the Washington County Small Woodlands Association Annual Plant Sale that will be held on March 10th at the Bales Thriftway on Farmington Road.

Chris Wayland, Washington County Parks Department, noted that the opening of Hagg Lake went very well.

Kevin Fenn, Tualatin Soil and Water Conservation District, gave a brief E-CREP update and said that some of the areas yet to be planted were still under water, but are expected to be planted before the end of April.

The meeting adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
