Introductions:  The meeting commenced at with introductions.  There were 8 members and 10 guests present.

Minutes approved:  The April 5, 2006 Council meeting minutes were approved with no corrections.  Jan Miller moved to adopt the minutes and Ron Garst seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.
Public Announcements:  Erica Vitko and Sarah Baker provided information about their business.  They operate ‘Noah’s Nibbler’s’ which offers a “unique service by using goats and sheep to clear noxious weeds”.  

Dairy Creek Student Watershed Research Project report:  Katie Degner and Christa Boinay , Glencoe High School Students, presented information about the Student Watershed Research Program (SWRP).  They and others are monitoring East and West Forks of Dairy Creek for a variety of variables including chemical loading, habitat value and general stream health.  The Council sponsors a SWRP project on Gales Creek in which Forest Grove honors biology high school classes participate. 
Pacific Lamprey in the Tualatin Basin: Bianca Streif USFWS presented information on the pacific lamprey, including life cycles, spawning needs and effects of habitat alteration.  Although not listed as endangered, it appears there has been a decline in abundance and distribution of lampreys.

Coordinator Updates: April announced the May 4 open house on the proposed USFW Wapato Lake draft plan.  She also commented on the April 22 Solv-It Gales Creek clean up.

Member Reports: Jan Miller displayed the new signs Clean Water Services is providing concerning the need to clean up after one’s dog in public places.  Ron Garst announced the Tualatin Riverkeepers annual dinner and auction.  Tom VanderPlaat announced the Tweet of Dreams on May 20.  Greg Shifsky presented Kyle Spinks with an award for Kyle’s continued involvement with watershed health efforts.
