Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:10 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved:  The April 2007 Council meeting minutes were approved with corrections. Tim Erwert moved to adopt the minutes and Brenda Bateman seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment:  Carla Staedter gave an overview of City of Tigard’s doggy education campaign, Canines for Clean Water.  Saturday, May 5 will be the kick-off event.

Greg Schifsky reminded the Council of the upcoming No Ivy Day volunteer project day that will take place on May 5.  There will be project sites throughout the Metro region.

Washington County Dairy-McKay Fish Passage Assessment and Prioritization – Janet Oatney.  Janet gave an overview of the fish passage assessments that the County undertook, giving information on the protocols used and the results of the assessments.  She then presented information on the Greener Road culvert replacement project, the Pottratz Road culvert replacement, and some of the issues and details that were common to both projects.  The Council is a partner in the Greener Road project and has submitted a letter of support to OWEB on behalf of Washington County Land Use and Transportation for this project.
OWEB Review Team comments on Council 2007-09 watershed council support funding grant application – April Olbrich.  April led a discussion of the OWEB support grant and the comments the OWEB reviewers submitted in response to our application.

Update on Action Plan Implementation – Arianne Cease.  Arianne presented an overview of her work on updating the Action Plan.  She discussed the interview process and how stakeholders are addressing the various action items.  Arianne then discussed future steps for the Council to take, using this update as the jump-off point.

April Olbrich presented Arianne with a gift for all her hard work on this and other projects, with thanks from the entire Council.

Gales Creek Watershed Conference review – April Olbrich.  April gave an overview of the Gales Creek Watershed Conference and all the effort that went into making this project a great success.  Jan Miller ran a slide show while April spoke about some of the people and the events that made up the two-day event.  April thanked all the Council members that helped out with this project.

Coordinator Report – April Olbrich.  April gave brief updates on the Council projects she is working on.

Business Decision:  Motion:  April asked about the Washington, D. C. trip that was discussed by Tom VanderPlaat and Jeanna Cernazanu at the April Council meeting, noting that she wasn’t going to be able to go on the trip.  She also mentioned that other Council members who had expressed interested were also unable to go on the trip.  Jan Miller suggested that the Council present a letter of support to Tom and Jeanna for the title transfer proposal.  Kyle Spinks made a motion that the letter be submitted and Ross Van Loo seconded the motion.  Motion was approved by consensus.

Announcements:  Greg Schifsky gave a brief overview of the Urban Forestry Symposium.

Kevin Fenn announced that the quarterly SWCD newsletter is available, and that a new director, Judy Olsen has been selected.

Tim Erwert announced the Tweet of Dweams event at Jackson Bottom Wetlands on May 19th.

Tom Nygren announced an upcoming tour of two woodlands, one off Finnegan Hill Road and the other off Firdale Road.  The purpose of the tours is to walk the woodlands with a botanist who will discuss economic benefits of understory plants.  The tour will be followed with a potluck at the Magnuss Tree Farm.

Tom also announced a tour of an oak restoration site down in the Yamhill area.

Kyle Spinks announced SOLV- Down By The Riverside events will be going on throughout the Metro region on May 19th.

Carla Staedter announced a volunteer maintenance project in Tigard’s butterfly garden on May 19th.

April announced that a committee will be formed to discuss the next steps on the Action Plan update that Arianne started.
