Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:08 p.m. with introductions.  The coordinator, April Olbrich noted that it is important for Council members and volunteers to accurately track and report the hours spent volunteering for the Council as these hours are important to secure the Council Support Grant match.
April Minutes Approval: Jonathan Schlueter moved to approve the April Council meeting minutes as presented; Jan Miller seconded the motion.  April Council Meeting minutes were approved.
Public Comment: Tim Erwert noted that the Tweet of Dreams fundraising event was fairly successful from a fundraising perspective and raised nearly as much as last year.
Presentation:  Update on Garlic Mustard in the Tualatin River Watershed, presented by Peter Guillozet of Clean Water Services.  The Council first watched a video titled, “Principles of Invasive Plant Identification and Control” which documented the nature of invasive plant species as highly adaptable, competitive, and fecund species which displace native species.  The video emphasized early control/detection, containment, monitoring, education, and perseverance.   After the video Peter presented a “fly-over” video demonstration that noted the extent of garlic mustard and Japanese knotweed in the Tualatin River Basin.  He noted that Clean Water Services has been involved with invasive species control outside of CWS projects since 2005.  Prior to that time, CWS had focused on invasive plant species within restoration projects exclusively.  CWS plans to spray and map this year but Peter noted that it is often difficult to obtain right of entry from private landowners.  Peter also noted that CWS spends approximately $75,000 per year to treat invasive species.
Presentation:   Update on Tualatin Basin Water Supply Project, presented by Tom VanderPlaat and Jeanna Hall of Clean Water Services.  Information in regards to the Bureau of Reclamation’s Seismic Study, the Dam Raise Appraisal Study, the Hagg Lake properties process, as well as an update on the Title Transfer.  Please see handout for additional information on this presentation.
Coordinator Report and Updates:  April noted that the Council received a rating of “Very Good” for the evaluation process related to the OWEB Watershed Council Support Grant, however the level of funding is still uncertain.  April noted that the OWEB review team noted that the Council should attempt to improve the geographic extent of Council education and outreach efforts as well as the range of topics presented.  April also noted that Tom Murtagh the ODFW District Fish Biologist has performed spawning surveys on the South Fork and mainstem of Gales Creek and will try to survey the North Fork of Gales Creek as well.   He noted the presence of Coho downstream of Scoggins.
Council Committee Reports:
Education and Outreach:  Jan Miller and Tarri Christopher presented information about watersheds to six classes with 30 children each at the Children’s Clean Water Festival.  
Restoration: The restoration work performed on April 18th for SOLV Day including ivy removal and litter clean-up at Rippling Waters was very successful.  This effort was led by Michael McMahan and Adam Fleenor.
Issues:
 The committee noted that in regards to urban and rural reserves, the acreage proposed for urban reserves has shrunk from 107,000 to 45,000 acres.  The Committee also noted that comments are due on May 15th for the Wapato Lake District Improvement Plan.
Council and Council Member announcements: Ron Garst noted that Avis Newell of the DEQ will make a presentation to the Tualatin Riverkeepers at the Tigard TVFR Station from 7 to 9 PM on May 13th.
The meeting adjourned at 9:20 p.m.
