Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:05 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes Approval: The April 7th Council meeting minutes were approved without corrections.  Jan Miller moved to adopt the minutes; Dave Waffle seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment: 

· Watershed Tour Reminder: Council members were asked to include a short blurb in their respective newsletters to publicize the event (Jeanna Hall).
· West Multnomah SWCD Healthy Stream Program:  Will be working in the Rock Creek Subbasin (Michael Ahr).
Council recognitions:  Council coordinator, April Olbrich recognized two Council members, Kevin Smith and Michael McMahan, who will be moving on to pursue employment opportunities in Fairbanks, Alaska and Edmonton, Alberta respectively.  Ed Becker, who currently works at Jackson Bottom wetlands, will be joining the Council to serve as a Parks Representative.  
Update on Wapato Lake pumping:  Wapato Lake, located east of Gaston was originally established in the 1930s and includes 780 acres diked by 5.4 miles of levee.  In 2008, the dike was breached and could not be repaired.  Pumping began in late June which resulted in poor water quality in the Tualatin River, a taste and odor issue, and a public health advisory.  A management plan was written to help reduce the likelihood of such events and to protect water quality.  In 2010, a 75 HP pump failed.  A number of local partners supplied pumps and manpower to help in the effort to remove the water from the lake prior to the April 30th deadline.  Continuous water quality monitoring was conducted during the pumping; grab samples were also collected.  The pumping should be completed by May 14th.
Update on Oregon Association Nurseries Sustainability Program: The Oregon Association of Nurseries Sustainability Initiative is a three part program that includes a voluntary Certification Program, a Climate Friendly Nurseries Project, and market research.   One of the goals of the program is to reduce energy use and greenhouse gas emissions.
Council Business:
· Internal Audit Update (Dave Waffle): Dave updated the Council on the recent internal audit.  During the subsequent discussion, it was recommended that an external review be conducted prior to an external audit of the Council financial procedures and accounting.  April noted that Council funds in excess of $1,000 will be moved from the checking account.   The $1,000 in the checking account will be available for small debit card purchases.
· Council Chair: Ross Van Loo will serve as Council Chair for the remainder of 2010.  The Vice Chair position is now open and will need to be filled.
· Tualatin Basin Weed Watchers Workshop – May 27, 6:45- 9 pm at the Banks Rural Fire District
· Clean Water Festival:  ~1,400 children attended; Jan and Carla reported on their experiences at the Festival
· Native Plant Co-op Day: May 12th 2010

· Issues Forum: The Issue Response Matrix handout was passed out and the Committee asked for input; the Committee will be developing questions in regards to the Tualatin TMDL for Avis Newell of the DEQ 
· Restoration and Enhancement: Working on restoration goal statements and a prioritization matrix; Kate Holleran from Metro will be speaking at the June meeting in regards to the Metro purchase of the Chehalem Ridge property
· Education and Outreach: Working on the 2009 Annual Report

· The Washington County Small Woodlands Association’s Annual Meeting will be held at the Kinton Grange on  Saturday, May 15th (Ardis Schroeder)

· SOLV traditionally holds a fall beach clean-up in the fall (September); this year a number of river clean-ups will also be held (Dave Waffle)

· The annual Tweet of Dreams raised ~$30,000 for the Jackson Bottom Wetlands (Kevin Smith)
