Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:05 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved:  The October 3, 2007 Council meeting minutes were approved.  Tim Erwert moved to adopt the minutes and Tom Nygren seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment:  Joyce Sauber, Oregon Citizens Against the Pipeline (OCAP)– Joyce read a prepared statement discussing the two gas pipelines that are proposed to be constructed from the Oregon coast through the Coast Range and down the Gales Creek Valley.  Joyce requested that the Council draft a letter of support for OCAP’s position against the pipeline.  Council discussion and questions followed.  Tim Erwert suggested that it is up to each stake holder group to decide if they want to take a position.  In addition, if stakeholders are interested, proponents can be invited to present how the pipeline may impact the Watershed Council and member projects (i.e. creek crossings within the watershed).
Officer introductions and recognitions:  Ross Van Loo offered the slate of new Council officers.  This included Ross Van Loo for Council chair, Michael McMahan for Council vice chair, Jan Miller for Council treasurer, and Kevin Fenn and Jena Lemke for Council co-secretaries.  Ron Garst made a motion to accept the slate and Tim Erwert seconded the motion.  The motion was adopted by consensus.

Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife Conservation Strategy, Susan Barnes - 

Susan presented an overview of the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife (ODFW) Conservation Strategy and its implementation in the Tualatin basin.  The overview included brief discussion of the six conservation issues for Oregon and the Willamette ecoregion strategy habitats.  Council discussion and questions followed Susan’s presentation.

Council Strategic Planning Update, April Olbrich – April provided a brief update on where we are in the strategic planning update process.  She requested that the Council set a date in January 2008 for the entire council (primary and alternate representatives) to attend a day-long session to finalize the update and determine the goals for the updated Council strategic plan.

Coordinator Update, April Olbrich – April presented an update on three items from the Council self-evaluation: methods/frequency of reporting on Council activities, increased outreach to policy makers and community leaders, and ways to increase the Council visibility and mission with the community.

April requested help on two upcoming projects: an OSU Extension workshop on November 29, and a Naturescaping class on December 1.

April thanked Jan Miller for her help on the recently filed Council tax returns.

Member Announcements and Updates - Kyle Spinks – Kyle provided a brief update of the Moonshadow Park Restoration Project.

Michael McMahan announced the upcoming Network of Oregon Watershed Councils gathering in Hood River on November 13-16, strongly encouraging Council members to attend the event if possible.

The meeting adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
