Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:08 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes Approval:  The October Council meeting minutes were approved without corrections.  Jan Miller moved to adopt the minutes and Ross Van Loo seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment:
· On Friday, November 6th at 7 p.m. OPB will rebroadcast a debate between City of Hillsboro Mayor Jerry Willey and representatives of Metro in regards to urban and rural reserves (John Driscoll)
· Oregon Field Guide, an OPB program, will cover the proposed Hagg Lake expansion project.  The episode will air on November 19th at 8:30 p.m. and November 22nd at 6:30 p.m. (Ron Garst)
Council Elections:  Elections were held for Council Officers.  Elected officers for the 2010 term include Chair Michael McMahan, Vice Chair Ross Van Loo, Secretary Jena Lemke, and Treasurer Jan Miller.  The Council is still seeking another individual to serve as Co-secretary.  Interested individuals should contact April.
Presentation:  Updates on Farm Services Programs, Gail Stinnett, CED for Washington/Columbia County Farm Service Agency

Gail Stinnett presented updates on a number of different Farm Services Programs that are in place to help farmers deal with the depressed economic condition of farm markets.  Programs include, but are not limited to, the Farmable Wetlands Program, the Farm Storage Facility Loan Program, and the Biomass Crop Assistance Program.  Gail noted that low interest farm loans are also available to farmers that have exhausted all other credit options (a credit test is required).  The FSA County Committee Elections are currently being held; ballots were mailed to eligible voters on November 6th.
Presentation:  Urban/Rural Reserves Discussion, Mike Dahlstrom, Washington County Land Use & Planning


Mike Dahlstrom provided the Council with an update on the reserve planning process and presented maps which delineated potential urban and rural reserves as well as undesignated areas.  Mike discussed how resource protection objectives may affect the outcome of reserve designations.  For example, proposed reserves take the Metro Important Natural Landscape Features (INLF) Composite into account.  Mike noted that a target date of December 6th has been set for recommendations from the Core Four (Metro and Washington, Multnomah, and Clackamas Counties).  Mike solicited input from the Council.
Council Treasurer Summary:  Council Treasurer Jan Miller presented financial information for the past two years (2007-2009).  Jan summarized the information into various pie charts; the Council appreciated the new approach which makes interpretation of financial information much easier. The Council came in under budget for this time period.
Coordinator updates and report from the 2009 NOWC Gathering: April briefly updated the Council on the Network of Oregon Watershed Councils Gathering which was held October 27th-30th in Klamath Falls.  April attended presentations on effectiveness monitoring and ecosystem marketplaces.  
TRWC Committee Updates:

· Education and Outreach Committee:  The Education and Outreach Committee has been working on the following items:

· MS PowerPoint Presentation to present to stakeholder groups; Jan used the same format for her Treasurer’s report to the Council; Council members approved of the professional layout of the new presentation
· Restoration Committee:  The Restoration Committee did not meet in October.

· Issues Forum Committee: Dave Waffle presented an update on the Climate Leadership Initiative for the lower Willamette River Basin.  Dave participated in a conference call with other members of the group.  The group discussed three national climate change models and their association with vegetation models.  The group hopes to have a thorough scientific review prior to bringing representatives from other disciplines such as planning into the conversation.
Council and Council Member Announcements and Updates:

· A number of restoration and enhancement projects will be conducted in the basin on Saturday, November 7th.
