Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:10 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved:  The September 2007 Council meeting minutes were approved with corrections.  Jan Miller moved to adopt the minutes and Tom Nygren seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment and Updates: Brenda Bateman announced a County wide summit took place for a pharmaceutical take back program. The event was hosted by the Washington County Sheriff’s Department.
TRWC Officer Nominations: Nominations were held for the 2008 Council Officers. 

Jan Miller was nominated to continue as Treasurer. Michael McMahan was nominated to continue as Vice-Chair, and Ross Vanloo was nominated to continue as Chair. Jan, Michael and Ross have all expressed that they will remain Officers if elected.              Kyle Spinks will be resigning from the council and David Sweeney will step down as Co-Secretary leaving that position vacant at this time. There were no nominations for Secretary.

Ric Balfour Recognition: Ric Balfour was recognized for his work as Lower Gales Creek Project Manager for the Council. Ric successfully worked with local landowners and other groups to completed surveys and treatments of noxious weeds along the creek. The Council presented a gift to Ric for his efforts. Ric expressed his pleasure in being involved in, and having the opportunity to improve the Forest Grove community. 
Council Discussion regarding Gaps and Actions: Tom Nygren explained the work of the steering committee on Gaps and Solutions that were distilled from the Council’s review of the Action Plan. John Driscoll announced the Tualatin Riverkeepers’ Fall Fest will be held on November 4th.
