New Council Member Introductions:  The Council welcomed Linda Gray representing the Citizen Participation Organizations and Kevin Fenn representing the Tualatin Soil and Water Conservation District.  Additionally, Rich Van Buskirk with Pacific University, the new Education Representative and Arianne Cease, the new Council Intern were introduced.
