Introductions: The meeting commenced at 7:10 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes approved: The August 2007 Council meeting minutes were approved with corrections.  Brenda Bateman moved to adopt the minutes and Jan Miller seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment and Updates: Laurette Nacamulli gave a presentation to the Council on potential development of a parcel of land straddling Beaverton Creek in Hillsboro.  Mrs. Nacamulli requested that the Council provide advice and support for a citizen-led effort to get the parcel of land purchased or otherwise set aside as a natural area.  

Council decision: Kyle Spinks made a motion that the Council provide a letter of support for a proposal by Mrs. Nacamulli and neighbors to Metro for purchase of the parcels to be set aside as a natural area.  Greg Schifsky seconded the motion.  Further discussion resulted in an amended motion by Kyle Spinks that Mrs. Nacamulli draft the letter and submit it to the Steering Committee through April Olbrich.  The committee will ultimately approve the letter on the Council’s behalf.  Greg Schifsky seconded the motion.  The Council approved the amended motion by consensus.
Statewide Pharmaceutical “Take Back” program update: Brenda Bateman, Tualatin Valley Water District, gave a PowerPoint presentation on a proposed statewide pharmaceutical take-back program.  

Council Decision: Jan Miller made a motion to that the Council provide a letter of support for this program.  Neil Schroeder seconded the motion.  Further discussion by the Council ensued, resulting in an amended motion by Ross Van Loo that the Council include language in the letter of support to strongly encourage that alternatives to incineration of the pharmaceuticals be explored.  Jena Lemke seconded the motion.  The Council approved the amended motion by consensus.

Update on Water Supply Project – Title Transfer and Governance Model: Tom Vander Plaat, Jeanna Cernazanu, Clean Water Services, gave a PowerPoint presentation and update on the title transfer and governance model for Scoggins Dam, followed by a question and answer session with the Council.  Jeanna Cernazanu announced that a website will soon be launched that will have all the information regarding the title transfer available for the public.  She will inform the Council when the website is running.
Project Updates: April Olbrich presented updates on Council and other projects.  Bureau of Land Management Western States Operating Plan is available for review and comments are due by November.

April announced that the OWEB board is looking to increase local capacity funding.  The increase will include more monies for watershed councils, soil and water conservation districts, Network of Oregon Watershed Councils, and the Oregon Association of Conservation Districts.  Tim Erwert made a motion to send a letter of support for such an increase.  Brenda Bateman seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by consensus.

April announced an opportunity to work with local schools on the World Water Monitoring Day.

April gave an update on the West Fork Dairy Creek (L.L. Stub Stewart) project and the Murtaugh project.

April gave an update on the Gales Creek project, including an overview of the August 25th Rippling Waters work party and an announcement of the upcoming SOLV October 20th Rippling Waters work party.  She also announced she is working with ODFW on salmon spawning survey training.

April gave a brief update on work by the OWEB small grant team.

Member Announcements: Greg Schifsky announced outreach efforts to the West Multnomah Soil and Water Conservation District in the southwest Portland area.  This is likely to result in the submission of an OWEB small grant application for restoration in the area.

Kevin Fenn announced the Tualatin Soil and Water Conservation District annual barbeque on September 15, starting at 4:00 p.m.

Ross Van Loo announced that we are still looking for a roving steering committee member for the September 20th committee meeting.

The meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
