Presentation:  Update on Tualatin Basin Water Supply Project

Tom VanderPlaat gave a presentation on how the seismic study has affected the project (see PowerPoint presentation on the Council website, Meetings under 2009 Council presentations).  According to Tom, as it is, the dam is safe but it does not meet current earthquake guidelines and therefore seismic improvements must be made.  The project is now studying whether it would be more cost effective to make the necessary improvements to the existing dam or build an entirely new dam adjacent to the existing dam.  The PowerPoint gives information on the design alternatives, cost, decision model, and timeline for the water supply project
