The meeting began at 7:09 pm with introductions.

Council Business:  Jan made a motion, seconded by Ross, to approve the November 2004 minutes; the minutes were approved by consensus.

April showed the Watershed council mugs.  These are $5 each and the council started with an initial quantity of 144.  It is suggested that you get your order in early.

April also talked about the ‘I Give Where I Live’ program.  There will be a giving guide in community newspapers.  There will also be a website launch.  April will be sending the URL out when it is available.  Kyle is going to donate $200 to the Council, and challenge his coworkers to match the donation with $1 each, and his managers with $2 each.

Member Updates – Tina talked about the results of the toilet rebate program.  Tualatin Valley Water District just received the American Public Works Association’s Julian Prize for Sustainability.  This award recognizes policies, practices and projects that showcase the role of public works in furthering the principles of sustainability.

Pam talked about how the NOAA conservation easement process along Christensen Creek is progressing.

Tim talked about how cities were concerned about the effects of measure 37 on green spaces.

Kyle talked about the Natural Resources News that is put out by THPRD.  

Committee Updates – Kyle called for comments on the steering committee minutes.  April talked about the results of Vergie Ries’ community event planning for the council.  April handed out Vergie Ries’ summary of her Council interviews to date; page two asks for a response by Council members to Vergie this month.  In January there will be a compiled report.  

Review of Council November 2004 Self-Evaluation:  Council members will provide their top #2 concerns in each category to April by December 3rd. 

Kyle talked about the pages from the self-study.  Things that we have accomplished we will continue.  We will be doing an annual review on our accomplishments.  

We are implementing the work that we did at the last meeting, such as member mentoring.  April asked new members what would help orient members in the future.

Kyle asked if the time frame we have put on things seems reasonable.  April wants to move this project forward and we need to be in agreement that the timelines work since this will be turned in as part of our support grant.

Jan said that we have information that has been developed in the background and if the council would like it shared than that is possible.  

Kyle said that there is a need for a committee to deal with RFPs and contracts.  

OWEB Work Plan

There was a discussion on why the actions on the external side were not in the work plan.  They are different in some areas but are overlapping in others.  This report that is looking in is also worthy of inclusion in the work plan.  Kyle said that is the last section of the plan.  

Kyle said that this is a really good point and they do tie together.  Jan said that it is good that they were read by someone who was not as involved in writing these and she asked for a volunteer.  There were a lot of editing and different authors with different writing styles.  Kyle asked if there was anyone that would like to read these over for consistency.  

Jan said the entire OWEB grant is about 60 pages and the budget is especially challenging.  Many of the sections have already gone to the reader, Bruce Cordon.  Tim said that he had to keep flipping between sections because the format didn’t group all the answers to the sections together.  Kyle said that some councils combined everything and that it is all right there, they decided to do their own form because they did not like the OWEB form.

Tim wondered if the workload is too heavy.  

Tom Nygren said he sees it as a desired future conditions rather than a goal.  Tim said that we need to refine the actions that we made in the work session.  

Kyle asked David and Lois if we were on track, how could this be fine-tuned.  Lois thinks that it is a very aggressive work plan.  She thinks that this may not be realistic.  David agrees that it is aggressive but that if it were refined a lot more would be done, and done better.  

Jan said that if people have suggestions they should turn them in tonight or tomorrow.  Jan said that March should be a housekeeping meeting.  That will bring everyone up to speed.  

Tom Nygren said that there are only two challenging things, one is the stream matrix and the other is getting a professional grant writer.

Kyle asked for Michael’s opinion.  Michael asked how the fish know (whether the stream restoration work is effective)?  What projects are going on the ground?  OWEB wants to see results on the ground.

Lower Gales Creek project

The work plan is introduced by April.  April talked about how the work plan was written and it was written as a holistic plan.  Tim does not think it is clear on how we are attacking this plan.

Specific suggestions shall be forwarded on to April.
