Introductions:  The meeting commenced at 7:07 p.m. with introductions.  

Minutes Approval: The June 3rd, 2009 Council meeting minutes were approved without corrections.  Jim Meierotto moved to adopt the minutes and Jan Miller seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
Public Comment:
· Brian Wegener of the Tualatin Riverkeepers noted that the 20th Annual Tualatin River Discovery Day will be held June 27th.  More information can be found on the group’s website: www.tualatinriverkeepers.org.
· Adam Fleenor of the Washington County Citizen Participation Organizations (CPO) noted that his organization would like to start a chapter in the Forest Grove area (Number 12) and is looking for members.  As an example of what types of activities CPO’s participate in Mr. Fleenor mentioned that the CPO is opposing an appeal renew a Washington County land use permit for Campo Azul due to the condition of the camp. 
· Tom Nygren of the Washington County Small Woodlands Association noted that the Oregon Small Woodland Co-op’s Annual Meeting will be held on June 13th at the Kenton Grange.  Mr. Nygren also noted that a small woodland field tour will be held on June 27th at Dallas and Sharon Boges place.  They will have a tree measuring demonstration.
Presentation: Introduction to Total Maximum Daily Load allocations (TMDLs) for the Tualatin Basin, Avis Newell, Oregon Department of Environmental Quality: Avis Newell presented general background information on TMDLs and information specific to the Tualatin River Basin and how the Council can be involved in the TMDL review process.   The Council has agreed to act as a TMDL review committee by providing input at meetings, reviewing TMDL documents, and providing oral and/or written comments.  It is important to note that the DEQ does not expect the Council to come to a consensus on this matter.  Ms. Newell described the TMDL review process and noted that the formal comment period is planned to take place before the end of the year.  In the Tualatin River basin TMDLs for temperature and phosphate will be updated while a new TMDL for iron and manganese will be drafted.
A TMDL allocates the amount of a particular pollutant a water body can assimilate and still meet established water quality standards.  TMDLs account for point sources (e.g. sewage treatment plants), non-point sources (e.g. run-off, natural sources, etc.), a margin of safety, and future growth.  A TMDL also serves as a water quality restoration or management plan and is implemented through permits and other agencies.  Designated management agencies include those at the local, state, and federal level.
TRWC Committee Updates:
· Restoration Committee:  The Restoration Committee has been working on the following items: 
· Reviewing the Nature Conservancy’s map for conservation planning within the Willamette River Basin which includes sites within the Tualatin River Basin
· Prioritization process for restoration projects
· Programmatic list of restoration projects; Ron Garst will be preparing the list for the next Committee Meeting 

· Education and Outreach Committee:  The Education and Outreach Committee has been working on the following items:

· MS PowerPoint Presentation to present to stakeholder groups
· The committee noted that the Clean Water Festival held at PCC-Sylvania went well and that the watershed demonstration by Tarri Christopher and Jan Miller was very well received by the school children that were in attendance.
· Issues Forum Committee: The Issues Forum Committee discussed the topic of urban and rural reserves within the basin and how the Council might address this issue.  The Committee discussed the reserves in the context of watershed functions and conducted a heuristic analysis.  Members of the Committee will fill out a matrix as individuals and reconcile the various versions into one matrix at the next Committee meeting.
Council and Council Member announcements:

· A date for the upcoming July Council Meeting was discussed with July 1st and July 8th as possibilities; the meeting date was set for July 1st.

· April asked each Committee to review the strategies and goals outlined in the Council’s Strategic Plan and report back to the entire Council on the Committee’s progress towards meeting the goals.

· April noted that the Council needs to review vacant Council positions and come up with ideas for people or a specific person to fill each position.

· April also noted that Saturday, June 6th was State Parks Day and the Council had the opportunity to set-up the Council display at Stub Stewart State Park if Council members were interested in doing so.

· The Council will present a talk to the Washington County Commissioners on June 23rd discussing recent Council activities and accomplishments.

· Jim Meierotto and Kristel Fesler noted that the Toilet Round-up was very successful with 365 toilets dropped off in 4 hours.   It is estimated that the switch to high-efficiency toilets will save approximately 15 million gallons of water annually.
· Carla Staedter of the City of Tigard noted that the planting of native grasses and wildflowers has been going well and that they are interested in restoration the herbaceous layer at restoration sites.  Ms. Staedter also noted that the there is an option for the purchase of 43 acres near Fowler Middle School and that a number of partners are trying to purchase the property as a natural area.

The meeting adjourned at 9:01 p.m.
